Congratuiations to our uncentested council members, who have nominated
themsehes to another d-year term: Cllr Jim Davies, Cllr Avdrey Stringer, Clir
Mike Shelley, Clir Hazel Woodward and Clir Jenny Crump. Howewver, we sadly
say gaodbyve to Clr Phifip Davies, who has been a Parish Councillor since 2004,
During his 19 years of service, he has been instrumental in keeping owr
footpaths clean, safe and reporting all the rights of way issues.

Parish councils are run by elected councillors, whao are unpaid volunteers. They
also have a paid clerk, who assists with the day-to-day running of the ceuncll,
The council s funded by & precept, which |s a small partion of the council tax
paid by househalds in the parish.

The main responsibilities of parish councillors include:

« Representing the interests of the local community: Representing the views
and concerns of their constituents, and to work towards improving the
guality of life for the people who live in the parish.

& Attending meetings: These meetings [usually monthly) enable councillors
b discuss local issues and make decisions on matters that affect the parish.

= Making decisions: Making decisions on a wide range of local lsswes, such as
planning applications, public services, and community events.

s Contributing to the community: Getting invalved in community activities
and events, and may work with local groups and organizations o improve
the local area.

» Managing finances: Managing the finances of the Council, such as setting
the annual budget & averseeing the spending of council funds,

Owerall, the role of a Parish Councillor is to serve as a represantative of their
commaunity, working towards the betterment of the local area and the people.

Become a Councillor:

There are seven council seats on the Parish Council, of which two seats are
currently available, and we invite anyone wishing to be a Parish Councillor to
send a letter giving a brief explanation as to why you wish to join and some
background Information on yourself. Once all applications have been received,



the Parish Council will then invite you to a Parish Councll meeting, where they
will make & resolution to co-opt vou If your application is successful,

Rural Business to Business Funding

Stafford Borough Council has launched a UKSPF grant scheme to help support
small to medium rural based businesses (SMEs), that are located within Staf-
ford Borough. This fund is open to those businesses where a minimum of 75%
of the business income is from sales to other businesses, Applications will be
open from 1 June 2023, A& limited fund of £500,000 is available and applications
will be processed in date order.

Grants up to £5000 are available to support businesses in rural areas who hava
plams to develop new products and services. & match fund of 20% will be re-
quired and can be discuzsed with the business advisor re. how this can be mat.

Summer Holidays in the West Country

When | was a child, | lived in a glorious part of Morth Devon. From our home,
an old Rectory (built in 1779), we could walk down a lane dripping with
leaves and flowers and heavy with Summer scents. The lane took us to 2
rocky path to the sand -dunes above the beach. Inthose days the two miles
of golden sand seemed to stretch forever.

The Atlantic Ocean threw her encrmous and thundering waves onta the
beach and the rocks protecting it under the high cliffs leading to the Point,
This area was the prime choice for Wreckers in the 17th, and 18th Centuries;
Wrecking was a savage occupation. The Wreckers would lure ships, (using
Talse lights') onto the creel rocks on the Point, then kil or drown survivors
who managed to swim to the beach. The “treasures’ on the ship would be
taken from the ship to the cottage on the edge of the beach where there
was a hidden entrance to a mile long tunnel leading to the Manor Howse, |
was a child who ‘devoured’ History and | relished such descriptions of life an
our beach two hundred years ago.

August Summer Holidays were special; our family were lent a Chalet abowve
thiz dunes by a friend of our Father’s. Oh how we loved those Summer
Holidays! Waking to the sound of waves hitting the rocks and gull cries
screeching along the beach,

All of this was before the time when families cwned motor cars and came
to Devon, filling the narrow lanes with exhawst fumes, and the car horns
breaking the sweet silence. The 1960 witnessed a great change when car
driving tourists, Caravans and Coach parties arrived for August. Today when
I walk ower our fields to “our beach’, | gasp at the brightly coloured
windbreaks colowring the sands, An official looking Office has been bullt at
the entrance of a field above the beach and the charge for car entrance is
ES and coaches £10; a Cafe serves food and drinks and local ice creams all
day. There are Lifeguards and Tidal Warning flags on tall poles at points
along the sands. Certainly not the world of my childhood! But continuing to
offer pleasure and a brief joy for holiday makers,

I wish you all very happy holidays! Morion Balgwin.

On a Wing & a Prayer

Mothing evokes the beauty of Summer quite like the magnificent butterfly,
Often sporting wonderful markings in striking colours on their wings, their
graceful flutter arcund our gardens heralds the warm, lazy days ahead,

Of the 59 species in the UK, 57 of them
are resident species, but the iconic Red
Admiral and the Painted Lady migrate
fraom as Far away as Africal Some of our
summeer butterflies are old favourites of
many of us: the Painted Lady, Peacock,
Red Admiral and the Tortoiseshell, but
how many amongst us would know
what the Brimstone, Ringlet or Comma
Butterfly [LeFT ooks like? |, like many

keen vegetable growers am all-tco-familiar with the brassica-munching
small White but wouldn’t recognise a Gatekeeper {also know as the Hedge
Brown = sELow), it it flutbered my way in the garden. As with so much of our
wildlife, our butterflies have seen a marked decline in numbers over recent
years and they need our help. So, what can we do?

HELP WITH THEIR HABITAT.

Over the last few years our team at Christ Church, with the invaluable

support of several young
members of the village, has
been working at improving the
habitat of our churchyard, to
encourage  greater  bio-
diversity. We have dedicated
areas of the churchyard for
wildlife by allowing the grass
and wildflowers to grow. We
have also built a bug hotel and

placed rotten branches in piles to attract hibernating insects and the



pradators who feed on them. We will keep a watchful eye on the churchyard
over the years to see how we are helping our wildlife, and hopsfully giving
a boost to our lovely butterflies. So, if you see long grass, wildflowers, and
the oocasional nettle in the churchyard, it is there for a reason,

You can also help the butterflies in yvour own gardens by leaving areas of
nettles, wildflowers, or longer grass, Youw can also have "puddling pools' —a
dish of water with mud, and sun loungers — such as rocks or other landing
pads - for butterflies to sun themselves on,  And of course, plenty of nectar-
rich flowers and fruit to help support them into the Autumn period,

THE BIG BUTTERFLY COUNT 2023,

This event takes place between 14" July — & August and you can join in.
Simply visit hitps://butterfly-conservation.org from 1% July and register your
interest and download the chart shown, This helps us track how our British
butterflies are faring and what we can continue to do to help boost their
declining numbers,

Hilderstone Heritage, Part Forty-One

Further to the last article which covered the history of the village school, the
following newspaper article from March 1908 highlights how the schoal was
used for village functions:

“BALL- The second of the two balls annually arranged by the Recreation
Soclety took place on Monday. The attendance was not 50 good a5 usual,
owing, no doubt to the wretched weather we have lately experienced, and
to the number of whist drives etc, which have been held in the
neighbourhood. & programme of twenty-six dances, with extra leap year
dance, was carried out under the supervision of Messrs. T. Turner and T
Phillips, who ably discharged the duties of MCs. Capital music was supplied
by Woods' string band and the necessary refreshments were provided by
Mizs Meddings. The work of transforming the school inte a splendidly
decorated ballroom was carmed out by Mesdames Dalton and Hope, and
Messrs. G. Dalton, T.Phillips, R. Poynton and T. Tuener, whilst Mr. G.H. Hope
acted as hon. Sec”

Also, some additional information provided to me about the school in the
19205 and 19305 that could not be included in the last article: the school
had three dassrooms - the infants for ages 5 to B which had an open fire;
the juniors for ages 8 to'11, and the seniors for ages 11 to 14. The fast two
classrooms had stoves in them. The school desks and chairs were all in one
piece, similar to madem picnic tables.

Mizs Cora Meddings {later Bowyer) was an additional teacher at the school
in the 19305, Prior to the Second World War children could take packed
lunches to school or go home for their lunch. {Post war, school mesls were
provided or children could still go hame].

And finally, the school was alsa used for local and general elections as a
polling station, the last held there being the local elections of Tth May 1981,

Hilderstone limks with Milwich Church

My ‘accomplice’, Laura, has kindly wvisited Milwich churchyard and found
some fascinating links o Hilderstone. As Hilderstone churchyard only
received burials from 1833, other local churchyards would have been used,
although some of the dates below are actually after 1833, These are
Inscriptions in the churchyard at Milwich:

"In memory of Richard Lycett y Elder of Hildersicne Hall
who departed this life the sixth day of March in the year
of our lord 1771 aged 80 years”

“In remory of Jane Lycett the Relict [surviving] of the
faded Ri[chard] Lycett who departed this life the 15th day
of Aprilin the yvear of the lord 17385 aged 83 years. Also in
memary of James son of Richard and Jane Lycett who
departed this life 19th lanuary 1827 aged 83(?) years”

“Erected in memory aof Ann daughter of George and Mary
Shemilt of Hilderstone. She died March 18th 1853 aged
14"

“Memory of Danied Hough late of Hilderstone whe died
December 3rd 1850 aged 76 years." "To the memary of
Alice the wife of Daniel Hough who died March 12th 1865
apad B8 years.”

“In memory of Ann the wife of Williarm Harris of Sharpley
Heath in the parish of Stone died September 1837

"Here lleth the body of Martha wife of John Hanifon of
Hilderstone who died April 4th 1787 aged 31. Also lies
Mary their daughter who died young.

“Here lieth the body of Martha the wife of Thomas
Tabbernor who died May 15th 1801 aged 74 vears.”

BEHIND THE HEDGE

When asked to give some background of what lles
Behind The Hedge of our home, | was fortunate to
have a written account of the buildings and land. |
was able to give an outline as to how the cottage
had evolved during the hundred and twenty odd
years before we took ownership. Before the re-
bullding two brothers lved here, one in each
cottage. Their surname was Phillips. The one who
lived in the cottage, now demaolished, was Lou, the
cobbler. We can't recall the Christian name of the
ather, but many of you will remember the late Bob Phillips from HIll Rise
Cottage, a former Parish Council Chairman and a much respected man. He
was born a1 3t. Mary's Cottage. | think the family originated at Oulton, If
anyone has any knowledge of the Phillips’ family, or indeed, any other facts
about what | have written, | would welcome hearing from youw. Details of
how to contact me are at the end of this issue,

We made a decision quite early an to keep the six gardens separate rather
than create just a large one. | think there is nothing more soul destroving
when faced with a big piece of rough, uncultivated ground, wondering just
how bong it will take to get it in order, rather than doing it plecemeal.
Because the Individual shape of the gardens already existed, each
surrounded by its own hedges, it made sense to leave them be.

Befiore starting gardening, | needed to get rid of all unwanted items. As |
mentioned previously, the chicken coop went to Warren Farm. Most of the
rest were thrown on the bonfire or taken to the tip. The last evesore was
the greenhouse on wheels. In spite of having forty years experience towlng
caravans, | was a bit worried in case the buyer asked me to deliver it to his
home. Considering that it had no suspension, no indicators er stop lghts
and tyres as bald as billiard balls, it was of some concern. The anly thing in
its favour was ts unbreakable Perspex windows, The first thing | did was to
spread the word it was available, as long as the buyer could take it away.



Within a very short time, a jolly little chap from Smallrise arrived in an
antiquated grey tractor, He was as fat as he was high. He had a look at it,
nodded his head, hooked it up to his tractor, which also had no indicators
ar stop lights and the tyres were not much better either, He set off down
the road, head held high as happy as Larry. He reminded me of Winnie the
Poch, “V'm shovt and fat and prowd of that”™,

The first patch we tackled was the only one that had some semblance of a
garden and had a vestige of lawn. 50, although only meadow grass, we
decided to leave it and get on with the borders. Later we called it The
Anniversary Gorden on account of having received so many garden gifts for
our birthdays and anniversaries from family and friends. On our Golden
Wedding, we were given a lovely stone seat, Our guru, Geoff Hamilton,
Presenter of Gardeners Waorld in the 1980% and 90%, used to say that we
gardeners shoukd take time to sit in the garden, look at it, assess it, enjoy
what had been done and correct any errors. 5o we did and still do, We now
have a dozen ar so places to sit scattered all ower the garden.

The first thing we tackled was a large Rhododendron and Azalea border
which covered the full width of thizs garden. it is now eight feet high by eight
feet in depth. For us it has been a real success story and 15 one of our most
treasured borders. We look forward to seeing it in it's glory each Spring,
During aur tirme here, we have lost a number of trees through storm or ald
age. We like to keep some parts of them and try to make the mast of what's
befl. Ollie the Owl {Pictured overleaf) s taking care of the trunk of one of our
Greengages, The ather Greengage we lost during a violent storm in 2005,

The small porch roof, 1o the left of the
picture was one of the many surprises
Ann had done for me, Originally it was
flat, #fnm asked Graham Bailey, a
builder, formery of “Woodcutters
Cottage” on Cresswell Road, to do the
job, He wsed the tiles from the
dismantled cottage to complete the "surprise’. Graham was a first class
craftsman and kelped us transform the cottage both inside and out,




The Summer House
Garden

We first targeted the Pig-
sty having debated at
length whether to keep it
or knock it down, Itwasin
a ternble condition, Pig-
hiole would have been
more descriptive, The sty
had been usad as a coal
house, the roof was in a
state of collapse, the door was hanging off and half of the building was
buried in compest and you know what! After clearing it all away we tackled
the roof, Fortunately, 2 bygone benefactor had left us a pile of buitding
material. After stripping the roof of what was left, and, as Black as a couple
of "end of shift’ colliers, we felted, lathed, tiled and ridged it in two days.

The end part of the bullding had been used
a5 a Duckett tailet; ¥You would have thought
a Buckel toilet maore apt seeing as there was
ane placed conveniently beneath a hole in
the plank. Apparently, Duckett was the
name of a Burnley-based manufacturer of
tailets, Well, we live and learn,

My mext job was to clean down and paint the inside walls and woodwark,
fit a new flush tollet and hand basin and all the necessary plumbing and
electrical supplies to go with it.

Im all It made a very convenient convenlence and an out-bullding that has
met all our neads!!

It had been our lifelong ambition to have a summer house, 50 | have
enclosed a short extract from one of my books as to one of the reasons

whys-



Tt is the hefght of luxury, It is where we
go o relax come sunshine, roin or
storm; somefimes during the day we
never go into the house only [o fetch
our food and drink. There is nothing so
refoximg on g worm day than having o
cofd beer, reading o good book and
listening to o selection of good music,
Mark Twain soid *'good friends, good
books ond o sieepy conscience, This is
the ideal life’™. The bother of this
refloxed stale s my reluctonce to leave
it and get stuck into the garden
again.”

We agreed it should be sited at the furthest Eastern paint from the house.
From that moment the patch became the Summer House Garden, Itwas the
wildest, most infested and neglected of them all. After clearing it | found it
had a one foot gradient from top to bottom. The first job was to dig a large
hole. limmediately warmed to the job at hand and dug one ten feet square
by two feet deep. The top soll went to the bettom of the garden for levelling
and the sub-soll to the potential borders, The hole was filled with waste
material from the old cottage to form the foundation. We put down a good
firm base and then levelled, raked, rolled and laid the turf.

The Summer House was bought and erected and became the most used
part of the garden. As well as being a resting place, it has become our Bird
Hids. We are rarely on our own, We have a wide range of feathered visitars,
We have Charlie, a Cock Robin who follows me all cver the garden. He rests
on my spade handle begging me to get digging again. In fact, earlier today
when | was raking up the leaves, he popped out of the Holly Hedge to see
me, He was as close to me as you are to this magazine. After studying my
rake he cocked his head on one side and, with his right, very bright, shining
eye, stared straight through me with such indignation as much as to say
"hand-forged, hond mode fork, 1805 indeed, toke @ back o your
Gronddad, or the shop whaotever. it's no use to me. It's got no handie on it 1"



Did you know, the average life of a Robin is only a couple of years? Wall!
neicher did Itill | looked it up. The longest ever recorded Is eleven years and
five months and there's me thinking Charlie has been around as long as |
have, Perhaps my Robin could be the record holder and the R.5.P.B. haven't
bothered to come and check him out.

We have a most remarkakble Mrs, Blue Tit who hatches three families each
vear of around ten fledglings per hatch. She nests in a terra cotta urn with
a neck of less than three quarters of an inch; the urn that is, not Mrs, Blue
Titl When watching her we are hypnotised. She pops out of the urn like a
cork frem a well shaken bottle of champagne and in again as though she's
being sucked into it. Considering that each chick has to be fed a hundred
tirmes a day, there are mostly ten chicks and they take three weeks to fledge,
as well as the difficulty of getting out of the smooth, bell-like shaped urn, it
is quite remarkable,

I can’t remember when we first decided to have a summer house, Some
friends of ours had one that rotated and followed the sun. We were quite
Impressed with that one. We always made for the Summer houses when
we visited the NGS Open Gardens and had our tray of tea and cakes. | think
that's what sold the idea 1o us, We just had to have one.

The lacation was mast important, We were fortunate in having a large piece
of land, but for those having a smaller rear garden, a conservatory may be
the answer, We also considered this and there are pros and cons for both. |
think the ‘childhood den’ and the ‘away from it all’ feeling, made the
decision for us.
