a) 23/38051/FUL – Land at rear of Jesmonde, Sandon Rd, Hilderstone – Detached dormer bungalow.
The parish council resolved to submit objections to this planning application for the following reasons:

· Lack of privacy from upper windows on rear elevation, for occupants of Ash Tree Cottage, Hilderstone. The proposed location of the development is within very close proximity to Ash Tree Cottage.
· Access to the site as reported by Highways consultation – Form X S2338051, B5066 Sandon Road, is an extremely busy road, prone to speeding and very large HGV’s.
Furthermore, it is also noted works appear to have started, however it is not clear whether these works are in line with a previous application (17/26465/FUL originally rejected by Staffordshire County Council, later approved on 1st March 2018 after an appeal, stating the development hereby permitted shall begin no later than 3 years from the date of this decision.) It has been noted by local residents and highways officer “Whilst on site I stood at the existing gated access and noticed the land at the rear of Jesmonde works have clearly started in means of clearing the soil, however I could not see any foundations from the view I had at the gate” The parish council believes the work currently taking place is in breach of the planning application which has now expired. 

b) 24/38708/TCA – Cherry Tree House, Dingle Lane, Hilderstone – Reduction of overall height of hedge by 1-2m and lightly trim sides if conifers/trees up to a maximum of 1m
The parish council have no objections to this planning application.
